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This is a sample abstract. The title and content of the abstract should be related to the main theme and sub themes (or other related topics) of the symposium. The main theme is “Cultural Heritage: Bridging the Past, Present and Future Through Libraries, Museums, and Archives”. The abstract must clearly state the justification of research, theoretical foundations, methodology, results, and conclusions. It should summarize the research with enough evidence to demonstrate the quality of your research. The abstract should be formatted according to the guidelines given below. There should be 3-5 keywords below the abstract. The list of references should follow. Limit references to 2-5. APA Style (7th Edition) should be used (Lab, n.d.). Supporting information (such as text, tables, charts, and images) are NOT mandatory. You may upload one PDF document if you think it will help the program committee to make a decision. Such supporting documents will not be retained after the selection process. Only PDF documents of size less than 10 MB are allowed. The document must contain the name of the Corresponding Author at the top left corner. The presenters will be selected based on the abstract they submit. Length of abstract must be between 250-500 words excluding keywords and references. NILIS Research Symposium 2021 will be held on 20th December 2021 using online mode. It will be open free of charge for participants and presenters.
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
